the discourse that labels poor communities as weak communities, guilty for
their own weaknesses. These activities should be accompanied by the work
of professionals with experience with social change, who should encourage
the emergence of social consciousness and criticism.

Community strategies for dealing with poverty must encourage and rely upon
the development of local leadership. They must also strengthen the social
capital and capacity building of the communities themselves.

Special regional and community plans should support the growth in the
abilities of the community to administer itself, by way of an expansion of the
supply of'skills, knowledge, and experience that will help provide community
solutions to the social problems that stymie community growth.

Community strategies for dealing with poverty must reflect the special
characteristics of the community. The effectiveness of such community
strategies is largely dependent on their being appropriate to the particular
cultural, social, and historical qualities of the communities.

Plans of action should be implemented with sensttivity to the cultural and
conceptual outlooks of the different communities. Professionals should
be regularly trained to develop practices that take into account cultural,
national, and class differences among communities and groups resident in
the city. Special emphasis should be given to the development of community
strategies appropriate to East Jerusalem and the Ultra-Orthodox communities,
These communities are the poorest in Jerusalem, and community strategies
for dealing with these sectors must take into account the political, cultural,
economic, religious and social characteristics particular to them.
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by poverty. These interests are the expansion of income and the reduction
of expenditures, support of poor families as opposed to the exhaustion that
develops, access to services, raising of social capital, the removal of structural
obstacles, the development of opportunities for strengthening social capital,
the encouragement of participation, the fostering of political influence, etc.
The focusing on the clear communal interest of the community is likely to
facilitate systematic and multi-dimensional confrontation that combines
different theoretical models.

It is recommended that an integrative plan be prepared that entails social
and economic development of the community, which includes reference to
the concrete and particular need of the community members. Plans for the
community should be prepared that involve economic development with such
components as programs for raising the professional level, improving the
educational infrastructure, expanding employment possibilities, and widening
the availability of services.

The advancement of community solutions to complex problems such as that
of poverty requires the forging of an integrative community methodology
that combines the development of services with advocacy, community
development, and other community projects.

Regional strategic plans should be undertaken through a variety of community
methodologies, with emphasis put on the aim that each project further the
level of involvement of the community members and serve to increase the
community's social capital.

Community strategy is not a substitute for overall social policy. Comimunity
strategy for dealing with poverty must incorporate reference to the social,
political, and economic context.  These strategies must encourage the
community to influence changes in priorities on a national and municipal
level by community organizatton.

Together with special programs, efforts should be made to encourage the
creation of lobbies and community coalitions for social change. Such lobbies
will act both on the local and national level to change city and national
priorities on the subject of poverty. These actions should be undertaken as
part of the discourse on social rights and distributional justice, and reject
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xii

space, functionality, and consciousness of the different communities. An
efficient community strategy for dealing with poverty must relate to the
community as a social entity, with agency, awareness, and the capacity to
learn. This sort of strategy may be a constitutive factor, both in terms of the
formulation of a special community identity and the emergence of social
awareness necessary for breaking the bounds of poverty.

A regional strategic plan should incorporate a concept of a spacial community
(region and neighborhood) with a functional concept (groups and interests)
and a cultural community one (immigrants, Ultra-Orthodox, and Arabs).
The role of professionals should be to assist poor groups to identify their
group interests and to act to pursue them as part of their discovery and the
crystallization of a communal identity and awareness.

Community strategies for dealing with poverty must rely on local knowledge.
These communities are a source of expertise. Local knowledge is a necessary
resource for dealing with poverty, although it is generally not taken into
consideration in the development of plans for intervention. Ethnographic
and other qualitative research on poverty indicate the great importance of
the voices of the poor in understanding the complexity of the experience
of life in poverty. These voices shed light on the successes and failures of
initiatives and programs that were designed for the poor by the establishment.
Community strategies must rest on the expertise of the members of the
community, expertise based on living the life of the poor. These voices may
serve to support or contradict assumptions, beliefs, and images around which
the dominant social and professional dialogue on poverty tends to revolve.
Plans for community strategies must be fed by information from within
the community. Professionals must develop the tools for learning together
with members of the community. Community strategy should be founded
on reflection through action in a joint, ongoing process involving both
professional and community members (Schon, 1983).

Comprehensive and multi-dimensional interventions should be developed
that integrate different aspects and expressions of the problems of poverty. In
contrast to the depth of disagreement over theoretical matters, there is a wide
consensus regarding the question of what communal interests are created
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Recommendations

1. Community strategies for dealing with poverty must be based on the

advantages of a community as an efficient framework for such a confrontation.
Thus the outlook must be changed from one based on the development of
services in the community or through the community to strategic thinking that
encourages confronting the problem of poverty from within the community
and by the community.
Jerusalem is a city with a well-developed infrastructure of community
organization. It is recommended to begin processes of preparation of regional
professional teams (south-west, east, and north) of the welfare division,
community centers, advocacy organizations, and relevant NGOs. The goal of
this preparation is to provide information, tools, and skills for the conselidation
and implementation of regional and community-based strategic plans of
action for confronting poverty. In each area a joint regional administration
should be established, including members of the assorted organizations, that
will be responsible for the development and supervision of the process. It
is also recommended that a fund be set up to help community enterprises
and make the necessary resources available to them for realizing the planned
projects.

2. A community strategy for dealing with poverty must reflect the community's

self-definition. The process of self-definition of a community and the setting of
its boundaries are dynamic processes that may undergo change, interpretation,
and negotiation. Professionals and providers of social services must recognize
and take into consideration these definitions through processes of on-going
community debate,
Is it recommended that a systematic and continuing process of dialogue
be begun with poor communities and groups in the city, in order to leamn
about the way these groups define themselves, their status, and their ways of
coping. This information will serve as a basis for developing unique strategic
programs for each community.

3. Community strategy must be founded on a multi-dimensional understanding
of the community. This kind of understanding integrates the dimensions of
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a battle against poverty is to empower the community to find solutions by relying
on its own internal strengths. Therein hies the importance of building a program
that cultivates the social capital of the community and widens its capabilities
for building itself. It 1s important to pay attention not only to the results of the
intervention but to the processes by means of which these results are produced.

Poverty is a universal phenomenon, but the ways in which people define it,
experience it, and give it meaning vary from culture to culture (Strier, 2005). Yet
popular approaches to dealing with poverty aspire to be of a universal nature,
ignoring the individual cultural context in which 1t is found. In order to increase
the suitability of proposed solutions to the special characteristics of the different
groups in the community, strategies should be developed that are sensitive to
cultural differences. The success of intervention depends to a large extent on
how appropriate the subjective concept of poverty is to different groups in the
community. Since concepts and perceptions are affected by gender, culture, age,
and other variables, community strategies for dealing with poverty must take
these differences into account.
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macro-systemic ties; yet most of the approaches discussed i this research avoid
relating to macro-systemic issues. This skirting of the wider social and political
context clouds the issue of responsibility at the national level for the problem
of poverty and instead directs public and political attention from discussion of
macro-economic questions to the level of internal community relations.

Community strategies must aspire to develop local leadership. The need to
strengthen local leadership stems from a number of sources. First, in certain
conditions the existence of a reliable and independent local leadership may
contribute to the success of programs for intervention. Poverty leads to loss of
confidence in and identification with figures of authority and anything associated
with them, and therefore attempts by the establishment to introduce changes are
often met with suspicion and opposition. Second, independent local leadership
may advance the level of the community's representation in relation to the
authorities; in comparison to the abilities of middle and upper class groups to
present themselves, poor communities tend to have far fewer capabilities for
presenting themselves to the governing powers. These limited abilities reduce the
political sway necessary for introducing changes in the priorities and allocation
of resources on both the national and municipaljlevel. The only way to alter the
political dynamic that pushes poor communities into the sidelines of political
discourse is to reinforce and develop local leadership with social consciousness,
political awareness, and the capabilities necessary for representing their
communities. Third, community leadership may be of help in galvanizing and
moving the community to work together for the success of changes. One of the
criticisms often heard regarding programs for community intervention is the low
level of participation among community members. In addition, there is often a
thin layer of residents that express themselves in community forums, and many
programs are taken advantage of only by a very limited group. Deep-rooted local
leadership can bring about a widening of the circle of activists and consumers of
the services and programs offered, thereby deepening the effects of the programs
on the community.

Community strategies must encourage the emergence of social capital and
increase the building capabilities of the community. One of the weaknesses of
strategies directed from top down or bottom up is the lack of durability of their
accomplishments. The way to guarantee the maintenance of the achievements of

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A critical discussion of the common approaches to confronting poverty
suggests that these approaches rest on a one-dimensional concept of the
community. Sometimes a community is perceived only in the narrow sense of a
particular space. At other times it is understood only in the instrumental sense of
a framework utilized by a governing authority to advance its social policy. These
approaches overlook the special characteristics of the community as a dynamic
framework resting on the self-definition of its members — with an identity,
consciousness, awareness and the potential for group management.

An efficient community strategy must be based on the expertise of the
community. Poor communities are rich with a local understanding of poverty.
This expertise is a resource of great value. Many programs for intervention ignore
the local knowledge acquired by poor communities, and this is not a coincidence.
It expresses the unequal division of power between the authorities intervening
from outside the community and the members of the community itself. This is
part of the silencing of the voices of the impoverished, which is typical of the
relations between societies and the poor communities living within them.

A critical consideration of the approaches surveyed in this paper suggests that
community strategies for dealing with poverty have difficulty in presenting the
many dimensions of the problem. Some of the approaches relate only to particular
expressions of poverty, such as the lack of assets or the absence of independent
economic initiative, and generally give little attention to the complexity of the
situation. The narrow ideological nature of these approaches makes it hard to
develop overall or multi-faceted strategies that take into consideration individual
aspects, such as cultural-behavioral or structural-political ones, of the problems
of poverty in a particular community.

Community strategies are influenced by different professional perspectives
on community work. Confronting poverty as a complex social problem requires
the integration of a professional approach. Thus an efficient community strategy
must be on the creative integration of community methodologies. Such integration
must take advantage of the potential inherent in different methodologies in order
to initiate community processes for coping with poverty.

Community strategies are not a substitute for national and municipal social
policy. The existence of poor communities is a widespread phenomenon, with clear

Jerusalem, Israel's capital, is a city with many poor communities. It is in need of
comprehensive national and municipal policy that will raise its standard of living
and reduce the poverty of its residents. To achieve this, a strategy sensitive to the
special characteristics of the city's special communities must be implemented.
This working paper seeks to present a theoretical framework and guidelines for
the development of such a community sirategy for confronting the problem of
poverty in the city.

The following paper reviews literature and recent research, evaluates current
approaches, presents a theoretical discussion, and offers parameters for developing
such a community strategy. In terms of methodology, the paper distinguishes
between community programs dealing with the poor as a target group within
a community and strategies that deal with poverty as a community problem.
There are many and varied community programs that address "the poor" and
are generally adopted by welfare services and community organizations. They
usually relate to a broad range of the facets and needs of these populations in the
framework of the community. On the other hand, a community strategy deals in a
special way with "poverty": it defines a systematic network, directed and adapted
by approaches, plans and activities, whose goals are to combat the problems of
poverty within peor communities.

This is a theoretical 1ssue rife with disagreements revolving around different
perspectives on the concept of community, widely different theories regarding
"poverty”, and changing professional approaches to community work.

This paper offers a critical analysis of the advantages and limits of the
community as a strategic framework for dealing with poverty. It also reviews a
number of popular approaches to community-based confrontation with poverty.
On the basis of this evaluation it is possible to point out three foundations on
which to build an efficient community strategy for addressing poverty: a) the
foundation of the relative advantages of the community as a strategic framework;
b} reference to the limitations of the community in dealing with the macro-linked
problems of poverty; c) adaptation to the special characteristics of the cultural,
economic, social and political context in which the strategy is implemented.

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Introduction

Jerusalem is a city of contrasts. Together with its cultural richness, spiritual
depth, captivating beauty, and political-strategic importance, Jerusalem is
poverty-struck, Israel's capital is a city of impoverished communities, and the
lines of poverty coincide with community borders. Anyone seeking to strengthen
Jerusalem must begin by raising the standard of living of its poor residents, and
to do so Jerusalem requires a community strategy that will cultivate hope in the
needy communities. But it must be clearly stated at the outset: such a strategy is
no substitute for municipal and state policies for combating poverty in Jerusalem.
The poverty in Jerusalem must not be separated from the larger perspective of
the development of social inequality in Israel. On the other hand, social policy
that ignores the community-based nature of the city will have difficulty achieving
its goals. This paper proposes guidelines for the development of community
strategies for dealing with poverty.

Poverty is a complicated and multi-dimensional problem. Its solution
necessitates planning in the fields of employmerft, education, housing, and welfare
and requires the allocation of substantial resources. The willingness of the Israeli
government and the Jerusalem municipality to designate resources for reducing
the city's poverty is a political decision, and only the active organization of groups
of needy citizens and those concerned with their well-being (volunteers and
NGOs, professionals in the field, and academicians) has a chance of influencing
the building of a new, alternative set of national and local priorities.

This working paper is based on relevant research and literature, talks with
service managers and professionals in the field, and years of work with the city's
poor communities. It is another undertaking of the Jerusalem Institute for Israel
Studies to advance the discussion of poverty in Jerusalem.
